Kunungsilipat, a spectacular view of the
sea of fog that can see in 360 degrees,
is fog along the line with the complex
mountainside. There is a fog to see all
year round, no need to wait for the
winter. Hiking in Kunungsilipat can
travel for a day by going up to see the
sea of fog in the morning by choosing
to stay at Betong District. Or to stay
overnight, there is a tent area about
200 meters from the viewpoint, and it
is a private service where they provide
tents, sleeping bags, and foodservice.
Or you can prepare your food, but
there is no electricity. And there is no
water to bath, only light and a place to
poopoo. The route up to see the sea of

fog is an off-road route, unable to use a
private car. Must use a tour service of the
owner of the area to pick up.
